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Footpath Closure Fight
There is a campaign to re-open a 
Thurgoland footpath which ran from 
Cote Lane (by the Methodist Church) to 
Churchfields, by having it adopted by 
Barnsley Council. The path was originally 
intended as a Permissive Path, but no 
restrictions were ever placed on access 

so, legally, it can be considered a Public 
Footpath. You may have used this small 
path to visit the Churchfields estate, take 
children to Thurgoland Primary School or 
cut the corner of the crossroads on a walk. 

We would like to hear from anyone 
who used it before it was blocked in 2009, 

and who would be willing to submit a 
form to this effect.

Invasion of the Tree Bee 
(bombus hypnorum)
After noticing some major Bee activity 
around one of our nest boxes we decided 
to get my Collins Field Guide to insects 
book out (1977) and attempt to identify 
the species taking up residence. After 
failing to find the Bee in my search we 
then moved to the Internet where I 
trawled through a number of images 
and was eventually rewarded with a real 
surprise.

This medium sized Bee which has an 
orange/ginger thorax, black abdomen 
and white tail was identified as a “Tree Bee” 
and it is not surprising that it wasn’t found 
in the 1977 field guide as it was “new to 
the UK in 2001”. It has been making its 
way North over the last 12 years and had 
reached Northumberland by 2009. I must 
say that I had no idea it existed until this 
find in Green Moor. It is easy to spot and 
no other British Bee looks anything like it 

but if you wish to have a closer look give 
me a call.

It is not an aggressive Bee and will 
peacefully nest in holes in trees or old nest 
boxes, hence that’s where it gets its name. 
The photos below include an image of the 
workers guarding the bird box nest hole 
from foreign insects out to get a free meal 
of honey.  The workers do have stings so 
it is better to leave them alone and avoid 
getting too close to the nest. 

You have probably heard that a 
number of British Bees are threatened 
with extinction in this country so it is 
comforting that a new species is doing 
well. It is not thought that this Bee has any 
negative impact on any other species. For 
further information send me an email to 
pete.garrity@btinternet.com or ring me on 
07703 107890 (Images © Peter Garrity).

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TITS...
We have all the common ones and a little 
beauty, the Willow Tit, which is now ‘Red 
Status’ and threatened in the UK, with 
around a 50% reduction in numbers over 
the last 25 years.

The Willow Tit (right) can be confused 
primarily with the Marsh Tit (much 
rarer and not present in the immediate 
Sheffield area) and also the Coal Tit (far 
right) however note the regular brown 
back, wings and tail, with buff/creamy 
under parts, extensive white cheeks and 
distinctive black crown which extends all 
the way down to its back. It also has a small 
black bib unlike the Coal Tit which has a 
large black bib, black crown and white 
patch on the back of its head. The Coal Tit 
also has a slaty grey back, wings and tail 
and pale tips to certain wing feathers that 
appear as fine ‘bars’.

Nature Table Hunshelf Parish Birds - (Part 2)

OWLS...
Only two Owl species are common in 
Green Moor. The Tawny Owl breeds on the 
Delf and is very active in the area at dusk 
or during the night. They are also very 
vocal, mainly during the early months of 

the year when they are preparing to pair 
up, compete for territory and breed. A tell-
tale sign of when an Owl is around during 
the day is when other birds are alarm 
calling, particularly Blackbirds. I have often 
followed the noise of hysterical Blackbirds 

into the Delf woodland and come 
across Tawny Owls perched nearby. 
(Photos - Tawny Owl on the Delf (L) & 
(M), Little Owl near Peck Pond (R))

The only other common Owl 
seen in the surrounding area is the 

Little Owl, which 
also breeds here. It 
can be seen at any 
time during the day 
but it is more likely 
to be about in the 
early morning or 
late evening often 
perched on top of 
the walls surrounding 
the local fields. I have 
seen these birds along 
Holly Lane, on the 

Walls adjacent to Pond Cottage, near Peck 
Pond and also near Dean Head. For more

Delf Paths
It is hoped that the paths in the Delf will 
be thoroughly cleared of mud, grass and 
fallen leaves over the next month or so. 
The overhanging branches etc. will be 
trimmed. The intention is to clear the 
main paths to about 1.5 metres or so, and 
two of the smaller paths to 600 mm. It 
will entail the use of a machine and some 
disturbance to users of the Delf. We ask 
you to bear with us while we carry out this 
work. Notices will be displayed advising 
when the work is under way. Dog walkers 
especially, please be aware of the risk and 
keep your dog away from the machines.

Pump House 1
The pump house wall and roof were 
inadvertently damaged during the 
construction of the houses on Stoneway 
Mews. These will be repaired as soon as 
possible.

Pump House 2
Shepherd Homes have now gifted the 
small strips of land around the pump 
house to the parish council. This gift allows 
the householders on Stoneway Mews 
to use the new wall on their side, while 
keeping the parish pump house safe.

Parking on Well Hill
Discussions have taken place with 
Barnsley MBC concerning the new road 
layout in Green Moor. The parish council 
and a number of parishioners consider 
that this change of layout has exacerbated 
the parking problem in the village. The 
view of BMBC is that the road is now safer, 
obviously a vital concern, as it is now a 
continuous line and of a consistent width. 
As a parish council we have no control at 
all over anything to do with Highways.

K6 Telephone Box
This is the heritage red telephone box in 
Green Moor. It has a small leak and the 
door needs attention. Enquiries are in 
hand to get both faults repaired.

Bank Account
The parish council has changed its bank 
account to a “community account”. This is 
more suitable now that the parish council 
has only a comparatively small amount of 

money in the accounts. It has the added 
bonus that there are no bank charges on 
this new account, a saving of some £25.00 
per annum.

Planning
Two items recently, one a stable block at 
the bottom of Well Hill, the other a “Granny 
Flat” further up the hill. The parish council 
had no comments on either of them.

Parish DVD
It has been agreed in principle to 
prepare a DVD of the parish. At this stage 
photographs are needed. The parish 
councillors are looking to source some 
200 photographs of the parish and its 
people over the years up to 1945 so that 
a selection can be made. If you can help, 
please contact any member of the parish 
council or the Clerk on 0114 288 3684.

Neighbourhood Plan
A neighbourhood plan is actively being 
prepared. Copies will eventually be 
circulated to each household in  the parish 
and we hope to even better the 94% 
return we got with the last such exercise. 
Watch this space, as they say.

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Evenin’ All...
Neighbourhood Watch 
across Hunshelf Parish

You may be aware that the police are on 
high alert regarding an unprecedented 
increase in crime lately, not only across 
South Yorkshire but here in Hunshelf.   

We have seen crime rise from one of 
the least active places to hear weekly of 
someone having tools stolen and diesel 
taken from vehicle fuel tanks, by cutting 
the fuel pipe, with several potentially 
dangerous consequences.  The police 
have increased their tours of the area.

Meanwhile, Neighbourhood Watch 
schemes across Barnsley have decreased 
in number with less people wanting to 
be actively involved.  Here, in Hunshelf, 
we asked new representatives to come 
forward to cover a wider area across the 
parish and to be the receivers of alert 
messages for their cluster of neighbours 
from the central Neighbourhood Watch 
system which is located with South 
Yorkshire Police. 

Only one new recruit came forward 
(thanks to Tony) which made us reflect on 
the way we approach NHW in our area.  
Being a large, lowly populated parish with 
easy access from the motorway link roads 
to Manchester and beyond, it made sense 
to find a more rapid way of informing 
people of crime in the area.

Representatives of the parish council 
met with John Hallows, the co-ordinator 
of Barnsley Neighbourhood Watch, to 
consider other approaches.  

We had a breakthrough!  

A new ‘Confirmer’ messaging system 
has been installed by South Yorkshire 
Police which we can use at no charge.  
We have asked for a specific call indicator 
for the Hunshelf area which will help to 
focus any messages relating specifically to 
our area.  We should be able to do this in 
several ways: by text messaging, mobile 
phone or landline and email.  It will also 
be useful for the parish council to pass on 
other information regarding local weather 
alerts, for example. 

We are concerned to make sure that 
Data Protection is in place and that this 
system only has very specific use.  The 
Home Office’s system, which South 
Yorkshire Police are using, has high 
specifications.

For those people who do not use 
email or mobile phones and prefer to 
receive alert updates in person from their 
neighbour representative, this will still be 
in place where we have them.

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Update on Producing a Parish Plan

•	 To produce a document that enables 
the parish to exert influence on 
planning decisions which affect 
Hunshelf.

A number of other local parishes have 
started on something similar and you 
may have seen the recent publication of 
the Penistone Community Led plan. All 
these have a slightly different approach 
and there is no right and wrong format for 
such a plan. What is key is that any plan 
produced reflects the views of Hunshelf 
parishioners 

To start this off we will be undertaking 
a survey of parishioners views.  A draft 

questionnaire has been developed and 
is being piloted in November. It is likely 
this will lead to a few changes and a final 
questionnaire will be distributed to all 
households in the parish sometime in 
the New Year. The aim is to get the results 
analysed and then feed back the views to 
parishioners probably via a meeting and a 
further article in the chat.

In celebration of the formal 
announcement of the route of the 
Tour de France Grand Départ 2014, the 
Stocksbridge ‘Walkers are Welcome’ 
group have made available an A5, 12 
page booklet which describes a 14.5 mile 
walk which takes you parallel to the route 
which will be taken by Le Tour as it skirts 
Hunshelf on Sunday 6.July 2014. 

Le Tour travels from Leeds to Harrogate 
on 5 July, then from York to Sheffield. 
The ‘Stocksbridge loop’ is as predicted: 

Langsett/ Midhopestones/ Mortimer 
Road/ Penistone Road/ High Bradfield. The 
route then passes through Oughtibridge 
and Grenoside before looping back into 
the centre of Sheffield. This 200 km stage 
will challenge the peloton with a blend of 
iconic and countless, short, sharp climbs. 
The last hour, each day, is on live TV across 
Europe – a unrepeatable chance for the 
area to shine! 

The walk picks up the route at Langsett. 
We then go through Midhopestones, 
ascend to Barnside and Broomhead Moors 
and skirt the Canyards before leaving the 
route of ‘Le Tour’ at High Bradfield.
